One of the two
forms of identification must have a photograph (such as a driver’s license). Make
sure you appear for your Polygraph Examination appropriately attired and well-
rested. Your Polygraph Examination could last 3-4 hours and you could possibly
have to drive up to 2 hours or more for your Polygraph Examination.
